From Interstate 459, take Exit #10, the Hwy 150/John Hawkins Parkway
exit. Turn South (If you are coming from the US Hwy 31 side, take a left,
if from the Morgan Road direction turn right) and follow Hwy 150/John
Hawkins Parkway to Hunter Street about 4/10 of a mile.
